An Analysis of the 7th curriculum in Middle School English
Textbooks in Terms of the Communicative Functions

— Focused on Listening and Speaking -

The purpose of this study is to analyze the frequencies and the
expressions of the communicative functions focused on ’listening-speaking’
in current middle school English textbooks : from the 1st grade to the 3rd
grade of middle school. The analysis is based on the criteria prescribed in
the 7th national curriculum : the categories of communicative functions and
expressions. The results of this study are as follows.

First, communicative functions of high frequency in each grade from 1st
grade to 3rd grade were 'information exchange’ and ' intellectual attitude’,
but ’ethical attitude’ was the lowest frequency communicative function.

Second, the 7 kinds of English textbooks through the whole grades
were not focused on only one communicative function. For example, the
1st grade of the E textbook focused on ’'information exchange(34%)’ and
the other grades focused on ’intellectual attitude(32%)’ and ’'emotion
expression(22%)’.

Third, expressions of the 1st grade were reviewed in the elementary



English. On the other hand, the 2nd grade and the 3rd grade presented
new expressions and more complicated sentences to consider the contents
of each grade.

On the basis of these results, the following are suggested to attain
more efficient learning of communicative functions.

First, the teacher should present a variety of meaningful expressions
and situations to improve students’ English communication skills. Also, it
1s necessary to present the expressions of communicative functions spirally
connected from 1st grade to 3rd grade.

Then, it is essential to consider the students’ interests and English
competence for 'listening - speaking’ tasks. There are various ’listening -
speaking’ activities such as role-plays and drama to reflect student’s
varied life styles in the conversation situations.

Last, the teacher needs to present varied answers according to
situations in the intermediate and advanced classes. For example, a
question is "How to get to the bus station?”. In the textbook, usually the
answer 1s "Go straight and turn right.” However, we could answer " I'm a
stranger here.”, "I have no idea.” or " Why don’t you stop by information
center? It’s just over there.”

This study suggests some books about the expressions of the
communicative functions such as the 7th national curriculum, Function of
American English(Cambridge university press) and NTC’s Dictionary of

Everyday American English Expressions(NTC).
