3) is unimportant : ex. He is thought to be somewhere in Russia.
4) is obvious : ex. She is being treated in hospital.

An Analysis of Middle School English and High School English
Textbooks for the 7th Curriculum

The purpose of this study is to examine the efficiency of English
passive activities contained in the Middle School English and High School
English textbooks based on the 7th curriculum and suggest more efficient
teaching methods to improve.

To perform this study, 42 textbooks have been selected at random
including Middle School English 2, Middle School English 3, High School
English and High School English I and analysed from the perspective of the
constitution(how the English passive is explained) and contents(what English

passive is taught) of the English passive activities.

The main results of the study are as follows. First, there is a great
difference in the amount of the English passive activities explicitly
suggested in each textbook and supplementary exercises are not many
enough for learners to consolidate the concept of English passive. Second,
Most suggested way of English passive activities 1s to simply list the
examples of English passive. The activities of transforming active voice into
passive voice and focusing on situation—function are less occupied similarly
in proportion. Also, many activities are mainly composed of the following
passive : be+p.p, bytagent omission, by agent, present passive or past
passive. Third, the only one textbook contains the activities of semantic

difference between be+p.p and get+p.p and there wasn't any book that



explains the middle voice likely to cause a lot of confusion to learners.
From the results of this study, it is recommended that textbooks should
contain explicit English passive activities as many as possible so that
learners can study constantly and systematically and also related exercises
need to be increased. Besides, the textbook has to provide information on
not only how to transform the passive into the active but also when, where,
how to use it, which improves the efficiency of the passive studying. Lastly,
it's desirable that middle voice confusing to EFL learners should be dealt
with. The textbook written considering the above will help the learners

achieve accuracy and fluency.
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
