J. S. Bach is influence had become more prevailed in the next generation
rather than in the times of his presence and from 19th century, his music
had been researched and played on a full scale. Basic of Bach music could
be found in his unpopular music. He was an intelligent composer having
a unique pattern and even today he becomes a target of surprise. In
particular, he was outstanding in composing technique of fuga and Italian
concerto and most of his works are the ones having a clear objective
including educational music or church music works. Flute Sonata BWV
1035 E Major among these works was composed during the period of
1717-1723 when he had actively engaged in an activity of worldly

instrumental music and creation as a music composer of Cothen court.

This thesis 1s intended to observe development process of Sonata and
Flute Sonata of J.S. Bach and investigate the life of Bach and creation,
pattern, tempo and accompaniment of Bach's 8 pieces of Flute Sonata

depending on each movement and by analyzing <Sonata in E Major, BWV
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1035>, a typical church sonata among his Flute Sonata, enhance
understanding of musical characteristics of the baroque times and Bach
music through analyzing pattern, melody, harmony and rhythm depending

on each movement based on <Sonata in E Major, BWV 1035>.

In the former part of this thesis, characteristics of instrumental music of
the baroque times and music activity period of Bach will be observed by
dividing them into 3 stages and in the main body of thesis, characteristic
melody and rhythm shown in his Flute Sonata BWV 1035 works are
intended to be researched by analyzing it in detail depending on each
movement. In the conclusion part, a research purpose of this thesis that
intends to investigate the matter as to how characteristics of instrumental
music shown on his works affects flute performance activity will be
