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An Analysis of the Culture Contents
in High School English Textbooks

The purpose of this study is to analysis the cultural content presented
in first grade high school English textbooks and to suggest some
effective ways of teaching culture from these texts. This study presented
the lesson plans for the English teachers who are interested in how to
teach the English culture.

Chapter one presents the necessities, aims, and limits of this study.
Chapter two dealt with the definition of language and the interrelations
between language and culture. Also, English education of the 'th
curriculum and cultural contents in English textbooks are presented in
this chapter. Chapter three introduces the methods to analyze the cultural
content in high school English textbooks. Chapter four presents and
analyzed the results of English cultural parts extracted out from the

textbooks and showed the lesson plans using how to teach the students



target culture for the English teacher in the high schools. Final
chapter five presents the conclusion drawn from the study.

The result of the research show that many textbooks present most
kinds of cultural materials excepting one or two cultural materials that
are presented by the 7Tth national curriculum showed an over
preponderance of everyday or individual life. The result of thematic
analysis shows the percentage of behavioral and the mental cultural
content are relatively higher than the material cultural content. And then,
the English culture back ground is exposed by a ratio 36% in all
textbooks but the cultural background that compares English culture
with Korean culture showed to be 10%.

An improvement in the way for effective teaching of English through
culture education on the basis of this research is as follows.

First, culture data as presented in an English textbook should become
more prevalent so that students can understand easily the cultural
differences of each country.

Second, the introduction of English culture must increase and 17 kinds
of cultural matter that are presented by the Tth curriculum should be
shared equally in the English text book.

Third, universal cultural background must be reduced and the cultural
background that compare English culture with Korean culture must
increase so that students become interested in the target language.

Teachers play an important role in the class for teaching culture.
Teachers need to have a good knowledge of culture and how to

incorporate it Wwith teaching methods and skills to improve



communicative competence of their students. Also, the teacher can

song, history, role playing and so on.
