The aim of this thesis is to mvestigate the pragmatic study of English
Examinations in High Schools. This study focused on the results from
various to questions based on reading passages. The data was provided by

fifty four high schools.

The first result indicated that the number of ambiguous answers relating
to in each school did not correlate with grades or text publishers. Each
school had common cases of finding ambiguous answers to individual
questions such as reordering, insertion the question and answer type, the

main idea or topic type or the gap filling type.

The second result suggested that the reasons for the many different
types of the ambiguous answers were caused by a lack of the pragmatic
conditions indicated by the context of the passage or the logical validity of
the passage. There were some reasons for these cases such as the errors
In text selection, question ambiguity, shortages of the information, or errors

in logical structures.

To reduce the number of ambiguous answers to each to each question,
the testers have to considered many conditions. Firstly, whether the
selected texts are more advantageous to solve problems than others,
Secondly, whether the optional answers affect each other or not, And
Thirdly, whether the questions are in line with the suggestions of the self

check lists, which indicate the common errors in the tests.
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There are other forms of pollution, of course.
