Today English education in Korea focuses on developing
communication skills. It shows that English Education in Korea has
changed from Grammatical abilities with structural syllabus to
communication abilities with notional-functional syllabus. The
purpose of this study is to analyze the current five versions of

'English Conversation' textbooks on the 7th curriculum.

The main results of the analysis are as follows:

1) In the view of structure, there are five common communicative
functions in each textbook such as greetings and introduction,

expressing and so on.

2) The teaching contents designed for two of the language skills
—listening skills and speaking skills— were various, but didn't
dynamic ones. In Listening, 'listen and answer' and 'selecting the

topic' were mainly used. In speaking, 'pattern practice' and 'role
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play' were mainly used.

3) Many students want to study English conversation with more
various methods and some students want to learn more English

words.

Based on the results, my suggestions are as follows :

First, the amounts of the testbooks should be reduced for
teachers and students,

Second, textbook writers have to consider interesting contents
and audio-visual aids to increase the students' coomunicative
competence.

Third, teachers have to study and try to adopt the proper ideas
to the actual classroom teaching.

Finally, I hope that this study would be of help to the next

curriculum textbook writers.
