Dancesport is defined as a sport that creates aesthetic value of art as a
dance designed to be enjoyed through worldwide common projection.
However, it displays a number of serious problems. First, the problem lies
in the terminology itself, it brings confusion. Dancesport is a proper noun
combining two different common words, ‘dance’ and ’'sport’. Yet, in
understanding dancesport, there lies a dilemma whether it should be seen
as a form of dance, as a form of art, or as a form of sport.

Dance sport to sport as second brings the ethical problems arise from
the situation. Toughness ethics, morality, personality, values, citizenship,
and many similar concepts and are used interchangeably, ethics ethical
'virtues’ that aims to foster education is being expressed. Dance sport is
also unethical these sports to participate in the event, it is true.

First, the dance sport competition is necessary to win, feeling

supremacy excess of the target person’s race, the goal is seen differently.



Also subject to competition through different line to win the competition,
their positions are rewarding it can be seen that keep.

Second, when approaching dancesport in terms of sport, the problems
occur from ethical situations. The term 'ethics’ can be widely used with
the terms '"humanity, morality, personality, value, civic attitudes and etc.’
Ethics education is expressed as an education aimed at cultivating virtue.
However, it is the fact that even dancesport is involved in unethical
incidents in sports field.

Thus, this paper again identified unethical phenomenon, that are,
win-at—all-cost philosophy, the almighty dollar principle, violence and
others in dancesport events under the title of 'A Study on the
Consciousness and the Ethics of Dancesport Players; . The following
results were found by using qualitative case study with the subjects of
current dancesport players in order to maximize ethical norms and the
sense of ethics.

First of all, the aim of dancesport competition is ‘championship’. Of
course, individuals may seek varying purposes and have different
meanings, but it is true that respective players can advance through
competition. Yet, circumstances in which sport players must make ethical
decisions often take place. Whether to practice unethical behavior for
victory, or to keep their own values, ethics education must be supported
in order to make a right decision.

Second, there comes a problem in dancesport educators’ will to receive
financial and physical rewards as dancesport educator has become another

occupation. Especially in terms of Korean dancesport, as most of the



training and exercise are done in private institutions, plutocracy is given
to the educators. Thus, universal system which addresses the issues of
leaders’ ethics education and tuition must be constructed in order to
prevent unnecessary investment due to professionalization of dancesport
leaders and their compensation mentality.

Third, nowadays there are situations in which players discontinue
dancesport because of indifferent behaviors of educators and partners.
This implies that violence in various forms take place publicly in
dancesport field. To solve such problems, sports ethics education should
become compulsory to dancesport players or leaders, just like other
sports. That way, they will be able to learn decision-making ability in
judging right-or-wrong ethical issues, and furthermore, establish sense of
ethics applying sportsmanship such as etiquette, solicitude, and manner.

Finally, unethical problems which occur in competition fields and, hence,
extend to social problems, will be able to be solved eventually through
ethics education. However, to do so, the ’sport’ event itself does not
count, but the core lies in 'sports people’ who practice the sport events.
That is, we must face straight that it is the "humans’ who are damaging
the beautiful and noble 'dancesport’, before finding and solving the issues
relevant to  Thistorical background, forms of dance and costumes,

competition cultures and others.
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
