The results of the s

1. Most teachers re
day care centers. Inspe®
day care centers, a higher de or assessment is appeared in
the order of public, employer supported, and private day care
centers. For obstacles of assessment practices, teachers point out
a shortage of valid assessment tools and time, professional
acknowledge, guide books for assessment, and a high ratio teacher
to child ratio. To improve the assessment practices, teachers
demand the development of assessment tools, time for the
individual assessment, reduction of teacher to child ratio, and

In—service programs.

2. According to teachers, every day care center is executing an
assessment program. Above all, depending on children's age, an

assessment rate for physical and emotional development is higher
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for younger children, and an assessment rate for social, language,
and perception development is comparatively higher for older
children. Depending on the managing type of day care centers,
public and employer supported day car centers often show a higher
degree of well—organized plans toward an assessment compared to
private day car centers. Teachers normally use observation,
interview, a collection and an analysis of children's works and a
survey for a family background as assessment methods. In the field
of an assessment program, employer supported day care centers

have the most various assessment programs, and public and private

3. In the aspect of the application of assessment results,
assessment results are widely used to inform parents, to identify
children with problems, and to understand the development and
attitudes of children. However, the rate of transfer of assessment
results to elementary schools is relatively low. Teachers from the
public and employer supported day care centers and those with a
college or higher degree used the results of assessment more

frequently than other teachers.
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
