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With two stories added every week, Burj Dubai is taking shape as
the centerpiece of a $ 20-billion venture featuring the construction of
a new district, "Downtown Burj Dubai,” that will house 30,000
apartments and the world's largest shopping mall.

Launched in early 2004, the construction of the tower by South
Korea's Samsung should be completed at the end of 2008 and cost $1
billion, according to Greg Sang, the Emaar official in charge of Burj
Dubai.

Burj Dubai already has 79 stories, taking its height to more that
200 meters(656 feet). But even after having gone that far, Emaar is
still not revealing the tower's final height.

"At the moment, we are not answering. We'll say it (will be) more
than 700 meters (2,296 feet) and more than 160 stories. The people
who need to know," Sang, a 40-year—old New Zealander, told AFP.

The world's tallest inhabited building is "Taipei 101" in Taiwan,
which is 508 meters(1,666 feet) tall.

"At the moment, we've got around 2,500 workers on the tower site
alone. We expect that to peak about a year from now at over 5,000.
And for the whole site at any point in time, when the whole
Downtown Burj Dubai district is under construction, there will be
20,000 men working here," Sang said.

Some 2,500 of these laborers hired by one of many firms working
for Emaar downed tools for two days earlier this year to protest over
poor working conditons and delays in the payment of salaries.

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Like father, like son: American wins Nobel

Roger Kornberg, an American whose father won a Nobel Prize
nearly 50 years ago, was awarded the Nobel Prize in Chemistry on
Wednesday for his studies of how cells take information from genes
to produce proteins.

Kornberg, a professor of structural biology at Stanford University
Medical School in Califormia, is‘ the fifth American to win a Nobel
this year.

Disturbances in that process of transcription are involved in many
human illnesses, including cancer, heart disease and various kinds of
inflammation. Understanding transcription also is viral to the
development of treatments using stem cells.

Kornberg was the first to create and actual picture of this process

at the molecular level, in the important group of arganisms called

eukaryotes.

"Understanding of how transcription works also has a fundamental
medical importance,” the Royal Swedish Academy said in its citation
in announcing the award.

Kornberg's father, Arthur, shared the Nobel in Physiclogy or
Medicine in 1959.

Witherspoon, 30, and Phillippe, 32, reportedly met at her 21st
birthday party before working together on the 1999 film "Cruel
Intentions." They married in June of that year and have two children,
7-year—-old daughter Ava and 3-year—old son Deacon.

The publicists gave no more details about the split but the
celebrity Web site TMZ.com, which broke the story, reported that
Witherspoon has contacted the divorce lawyer who represented
Jennifer Aniston, Roseanne Barr abnd Lisa Marie Presley.

TMZ quoted one unidentified source as saying the breakup was not
triggered by any single event but rather by "cumulative"
circumstances.

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Kyounggi Girl's High School located in southern Seoul has a
teacher who is winning popularity for his creative teaching skills
and love for English education. Many students show satisfaction
with his class and said it helped them to shake off the belief that
English newspapers are very difficult to read.

"Mr' Ko's class was very meaningful to me. Through his class [
found that articles in newspapers use simple and concise
sentences. Not only did I learn various terms to explain current
affairs but I also understood complicated social issues. It was
regretfully short," said Cha Min—-hyee, a second-year student who
attended Ko's summer class. Ko collected Korea Times editorials,
and made a book. He usually uses it during his summer or winter
classes.

"It's not difficult to study using English newspapers, no matter
what people think. Just take the first step, and you quickly find it
can be a good textbook for English studies," said Ko Young-sik, a
star teacher at Kyonggi Girl's High School.

Song Ko-enn, a professor at Chung—-Ang University, is also well
known for her unique class using English newspapers. Song helps

students to use newspapers more actively and creatively.
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Using the articles in English newspapers, students make
questions that are similar to reading section questions on the Test
of English as International Communication(TOEIC) or the Test of
English as Foreign Language(TOEFL). These are the tests most
often used by Korean companies to recruit employees. Also they
write their own articles as if they were reporters.

"Many students simply are trained to answer the questions for
TOEIC or TOEFL tests, but they need to study more broadly. They
can understand the purpose of the question makers by making
questions and they can learn the way of developing articles by
writing their own articles about the issues in the newspapers,"

professor Song explained.

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Six years after declaring she was giving up live performances, Barbra
Streisand returns to the stage this week to launch her first proper
concert tour in well over a decade, and the biggest of her career.

A Study on the Improvement of the Four Skills Using English Newspapers

The 7th National Curriculum of High School English explicitly states
that teachers should teach by using a variety of teaching materials, such
as English newspapers and the Internet, and teach the four communicative
skills (listening, speaking, reading and writing) equally. Nonetheless, the
national college entrance exam for English evaluates only reading and
listening. The purpose of this study is to show the effects of using
English newspapers in teaching students in the first grade of high school,
in order to raise their communicative abilities to the levels prescribed by
the 7th National Curriculum of High School English. The results were as
follows:

First and foremost is the quality of the scripts used in the listening
exercises. In order to teach listening effectively, teachers should prepare
scripts in advance. Teachers should record the prepared scripts before the
class on audio formats. By using English newspapers, students can
perform various activities such as matching, transferring, and choosing
correct answers after listening to the scripts. These activities proved
interesting and fun, and encouraged students to be original and creative.

Second, fluency and accuracy are equally important in speaking
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exercises. When teaching English through English newspapers, teachers
can allow the students to speak about a variety of fopics, such as
interesting TV programs, performances and celebrities, all of which can
gave students the motivation to speak spontaneously: By calling
restaurants listed in the newspapers, conducting interviews and announcing
the news, students can learn how to speak a more practical, real-life
English.

Third, the active reading of a text is extremely important. One can
improve her thinking power using English newspapers to locate the
"5W1H" of journalism, to understand logical structures of written text, and
to distinguish between fact and opinion. Furthermore, reading newspapers
helps students build on their background information.

Fourth, it is essential for teachers to give students feedback on their
writing. If students are assigned to write something, they need to be
advised at all times. Filling out a resume after reading an advertisement in
the newspaper or writing an editorial letter are activities that not only
correspond with guidelines of the 7th National Curriculum of High School
for English, but also help students use English in a more practical sense.

We now know that English newspapers are good materials for
students to use in order to improve the four communicative skills, but
students and educators are burdened by a rather antiquated educational
model. The Korean government should develop a new evaluation system
by testing these four skills equally. By doing this, most of the schools that
have focused on listening and reading tests can use English newspapers as
more effective instructional materials. Like in other countries, the

government and newspaper companies in Korea should provide free NIE
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materials to schools. The most important thing is that teachers should
familiarize themselves with English newspapers, and in preparation for
teaching they should be able to re—edit newspaper articles to match the

students’ levels and needs.
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
