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ABSTRACT

The achievements of Corelli{ Arcangelo Corelli, 1653-1713)outstand among
many contributors to the foundation of Baroque Sonata forms. He formalized
the sequences of movements of sonata da chiesa and sonata da camera. He
also contributed to the formation of the unity of sonata forms throughout his
trio sonata and solo sonata.

The dissertation attempted to draw an argument on the contributions
made by Corelli to the establishment of Baroque Sonata based on the
analysis on sonata da chiesa Op.l and Op.3. The analytic works has done on
the whole 24 works of Corelli's sonata da chiesa in the context of historical
backgrounds of Baroque Sonata. As a result of this study, symmetric
patterns are found between gambit phrases and close phrases in slow
introductory movements. The relations and unity among the movements in
all of the sonatas are to be formalized.

The sonatas are examined in tempos, texture and harmonic flows that



constitute each chapter. The harmonic progresses are classified and are
displayed in visual patterns.

The temporal patterns and clear contrasts between movements of sonata
da chiesa in his works are similar to the temporal differences that distinguish
movements in modern sonatas. The structural unity among whole movements
in the Corelli's works is clearly established and also tightly related
movements form an organic structure.

Particularly the tempo scheme among movements is one of his

achievements that lay foundation to the concept of movements.
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
